Habitat for Humanity and Lowe’s Challenge Women to build houses during 
National Women Build Week May 2nd -11th 
Bremerton, WA. – On Saturday, May 9th 2009, Habitat for Humanity of Kitsap County will host a one-day Women Build celebration for National Women Build Week.  National Women Build Week, sponsored by Lowe’s, celebrates the compassion, dedication, talents and abilities of women from all walks of life. Habitat is excited to build on the success of the first Women Build, as we move onto our next project – an 11-home community in Bremerton, called Cornerstone Place.

On the morning of May 9th, Kitsap Habitat will be joined by several special visitors including State Representative Jan Angel and the reigning Miss Poulsbo, Heidi Nicks and Miss Kitsap, Hannah Orando. 
Developed through the partnership between Lowe’s and Habitat for Humanity, National Women Build Week challenges women to devote at least one day to the effort to eliminate poverty housing.  The event is an initiative of Habitat for Humanity’s Women Build program and Lowe’s, which brings women from all walks of life together to learn construction skills and then use those skills to build simple, decent affordable houses. 

On a National level, recording artist Trisha Yearwood, will be pounding nails and raising walls at Habitat for Humanity construction sites across the country in recognition of National Women Build Week, May 2 - 10. Across all 50 states, more than 7,000 women volunteers are expected to build at more than 200 Habitat for Humanity construction sites.  The Mother’s Day timeframe was selected for its significance to many volunteers, as families with children make up a staggering number of those in need of adequate housing: more than 12 million children – one in six -- live in poverty housing in the United States alone.

This is a major initiative of Lowe’s renewed five-year, $20 million pledge to Habitat. That commitment includes underwriting of the Women Build program, as well as providing construction know-how at in-store clinics and build sites, and funding for a variety of Habitat projects across the country.
