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Kitsap County’s first ever Women Build Leadership Training

Habitat for Humanity of Kitsap County is hosting the first ever West Coast Women Build Construction Leadership Training at Cornerstone Place in Bremerton on the week of April 19 thru April 25, 2009.  

 

The training is presented by Habitat for Humanity International's Women Build department to boost the ranks of skilled women leaders in affiliates across the United States. Statistically, 50% of Habitat volunteers are women, but only 15% volunteer on construction sites.  The Habitat Women Build program is working to change that by developing strong leaders. 

The Women Build Leadership Training focuses on developing semi-skilled women volunteers into effective crew and house leaders with solid construction management and leadership skills. Courses are led by experts in construction and leadership training. The Kitsap County session features green sustainable building practices as a part of the training, part of Habitat’s mission to build simple, decent housing that is affordable at purchase and sustainable in costs to maintain well into the future.

Participants in this week’s training come from Washington, Oregon, and Idaho, and will incorporate classroom leadership skills with 'hands-on' learning at the build site. They will take their new-found leadership and green building skills back to their affiliates to expand the circle of learning and opportunity for Habitat volunteers.
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
